HPV is a virus (the human papilloma virus) 

Almost all abnormal Pap test results are caused by HPV

Anyone who has ever had sex can have HPV — it’s so common that 4 out of 5 people will have HPV at some time in their lives, however in most cases, it clears up by itself in 1 to 2 years.
In rare cases, if the virus persists and is left undetected, it can lead to cervical cancer. This usually takes about 10 years.
A Pap test every 2 years can detect any abnormal cell changes caused by HPV, which can then be monitored and/or treated to prevent  cancer.
